Mid Term Exemption Process 2010-2011
Students pick up exemption forms and stickers in advisory on January 7th.  Only students that have NOT been in AC, Suspended, BIC, and have no absence failures will be given exemptions.  Teachers will return all exemption forms not handed out to students to Mr. Saettel’s office.  We will redistribute them to the appropriate principal.





Just because a student receives an exemption form and labels, does not guarantee that they are exempt.  The teacher will verify that the student has an 80 or above and that they have no more than 1 excused absence.





If a student does NOT receive an exemption form and labels and they think that they should have, they need to go to their principal’s office to see what is wrong.  They have to go before or after school. Students will not be allowed to visit the office during class time to discuss exemptions.





Eligible students will receive a sheet of paper and two labels.  The top of the paper is one exemption form and the bottom is the other.  Student and student’s parents must sign both copies.  The student will determine what classes they want to be exempt from and fill it in on the form. Students can only be exempt from two exams.





On review day, the student will take the form to the teacher of the class that they want to be exempt from.  If the student qualifies for an exemption, the teacher will sign the exemption form and return it to the student.  The signed form is the student’s verification that they are exempt. 





The teacher will take the label and affix it to the class list.  When all labels are on the page, the teacher will make a copy and give it to Cindy or Christi in the main office.





Important:  It is the student’s responsibility to keep up with their exemption forms and stickers.  Replacements may not be made.
